Introduce yourself and explain your role. 3 mins

Ask them to think on their own how they would feel if cruel 4-5 mins
comments were made to them purely because of who they are,

not anything they have done?

Ask them to think of /write down 3 words to describe how they

would feel

Give individuals the opportunity to feedback.

Explain the consequences step-by-step of having a criminal

record, i.e., if someone posted something online and was found

to have committed a crime.

Explain the THINK method on how to behave online. 2 mins
Explain how they and other can report hate crime. Explain how 2 mins
crime stoppers allows for anonymous reporting.

Explain how the following websites/organisations can support 2 mins

victims of hate crime
